Learning Environment: 


Took about 5 minutes for students to settle down and start working after the bell rang. Did you notice this? What can we do to encourage students to come in and start working right when the bell rings? 

Students are not as responsive to the "Do it for the vine" call. Are students paying attention despite not being highly responsive to the call? Do we need to change it? 

	Students started to joke about what was good about the net by saying things like, "The 2's are written very nicely" and "The 4's are not so nice". Max said, "the box is drawn nicely".
