Through this project I worked with teachers and facilitated the use of a variety of appropriate content-based learning materials and learning strategies. I conducted a presentation on STEAM to help teachers see the importance of integrating curriculum. Together we worked to design lessons that were appropriate for their students and integrated science, technology, engineering, art, and math and recognized students as active learners in inquiry driven assignments followed up with small group reflections. In collaboration we reflected on standards and created a quality driven rubric. We did scholarly research inquiries to find the most informative articles that we could present to the students. We also expanded our research to include informative videos.

Throughout this project I used scholarly research to guide my decisions regarding adult learning and student learning in collaborative inquiries based on student data. Equity was addressed when we disaggregated the data to look at the needs of different marginalized groups. I continually guided the teachers with referencing Common Core resources and we spent time unpacking the standards and reflecting on how those standards required us to continue to change our instructional practices. I used adaptive school’s strategies as I worked to problem solve among teachers, group planning, time management, conflict management, and peer evaluation. I also worked with a Special Day Class teacher to help her incorporate 4th grade Common Core strands to fit the learning needs of her students with intellectual delays. We looked at what the same 4th grade standard looks like at the kindergarten or 1st grade level to help the teacher plan accordingly.
